Since debuting as a program in 1892, WVU has logged more than 2,400 wins, produced 31 Major League Baseball
players, 28 All-Americans and one United States Olympian.

e The 2026 campaign marks the 135th year and 132nd season of baseball at WVU. The Mountaineers are the third-
oldest program in the Big 12.

¢ The Mountaineers are coming off back-to-back NCAA Super Regional appearances in 2024 and 2025, the furthest
the program has ever advanced in the NCAA Tournament.

e Reese Bassinger returns to the pitching staff after being named All-Big 12 Honorable Mention in 2025. Gavin Kelly
returns to the lineup after earning a spot on the All-Freshman team a season ago.

o QOther returners include infielder Brodie Kresser and utility player Armani Guzman as well as pitchers Carson Estridge,
Maxx Yehl, and Ben McDougal.

e QOverall, WVU returns 19 players from last season’s squad while welcoming 25 newcomers to the mix this season
made up of 12 freshmen and 13 transfers.

SABINS PROFILE

Steve Sabins is in his second season as the West Virginia Baseball head coach, the 20th in program history.

e Sabins spent nine years on staff at WVU, beginning as an assistant coach in 2016 before being elevated to
associate head coach in 2022. He had also been the recruiting coordinator since 2018.

e Originally from Austin, Texas, Sabins played at Angelina College, Daytona State, Oklahoma State, and Embry-
Riddle where he earned his bachelor’s degree from in 2011.

e He began his coaching career in 2012 as a graduate assistant at Oklahoma State before serving as Player
Development Coordinator in 2014 and a volunteer assistant in 2015.

e Sabins has been a key part to one of the best eras of WVU baseball as the Mountaineers have made five
regional appearances, two super regional appearances, and won the Big 12 title in 2023 and 2025.

e The Mountaineers have had eight straight top-40 recruiting classes, including the 16th-ranked class in 2025,
the highest in program history.

HOMEGROKN TALENT

Six West Virginia natives are featured on the 2026 roster, tied with Pennsylvania for the most of any state. Together,

the group understands as well as anyone in the program about the honor and unique opportunity to represent the

citizens of the Mountain State.

e The group includes senior first baseman senior pitcher Ben McDougal (Bridgeport), sophomore pitcher Bryant
Yoak (Big Bend), sophomore pitcher Bryson Hoff (Charleston) redshirt-freshman outfielder Maxwell Molessa
(Pullman), freshman infielder Weston Mazey (Morgantown), and freshman pitcher Weston Smith (Hurricane).

COUNTRY ROADS, TRHE ME HOME

Along with the squad's four in-state products, WVU is represented by 17 total states this season plus Canada.

e Pennsylvania and West Virginia have the most (6), followed by New York (5), Virginia (4) and South Carolina
(3). Kansas, Maryland, Michigan, Ohio, and Canada each have two while Colorado, Florida, Georgia, lowa,
Massachuesetts, Mississippi, North Carolina, Texas, and the Dominican Republic all have one.

MOUNTRINEER BREAHDOWN

o The roster is comprised of 12 freshmen, four redshirt freshmen, nine sophomores, two redshirt sophomores, four
juniors, one redshirt junior, six seniors, one fifth year, and four graduate students..

¢ The group consists of one catcher, 10 infielders, five outfielders, three utility players, 17 RHPs and seven LHPs.

e The group of utility players include Gavin Kelly and Matthew Graveline, both of whom will see time at behind the
plate.

VETERAN ADDITIONS

West Virginia stocked up with veteran talent over the offseason, adding eight players with prior Division | experience

in addition to four Division Il transfer as well as one junior college player.

¢ Right-handed pitchers lan Korn (Seton Hill) and Dawson Montesa (Adelphia) are both expected to play big roles after
big 2025 seasons at their previous schools. Korn was named the NCBWA, ABCA, and D2CCA Division I National
Pitcher of the Year while Montesa was a D2CCA First Team All-American in addition to being the NCBWA, ABCA,
and D2CCA East Region Division Il Pitcher of the Year.

e Other transfers on the mound include Chansen Cole (Newberry), Joshua Surigao (Hawaii), Bryson Thacker
(Tennessee), and Andrew Middleton (UMass).

e Catcher/outfielder Matthew Graveline (Ohio State), outfielder Sean Smith (Georgia Southern), outfielder Brock Wills
(UNC Wilmington), infielder Matt Ineich (Ohio), and catcher Creed Erdos (James Madison) all transfer in from Division
I schools and are expected to have roles on the 2026 Mountaineer squad.

e Qutfielder Paul Schoenfeld joins WVU after three years at Colorado Mesa where he was an ABCA Second Team
All-American while infielder Tyrus Hall transfers in from Bossier Parrish Community College. Hall was selected as a
Breakout Pick to Click by D1Baseball.

¢ In 2022, the Mountaineers were as aggressive as ever on the basepaths, ranking No. 2 nationally in the category with
156, most in program history

e This season, 10 players have at least one stolen base, led by Armani Guzman with a Big 12-leading 30.

e The donation will help with the maintenance and upkeep at Monongalia County Ballpark, as well as assist in the team's
greatest needs.

¢ Rick Wagener, who is a 1971 graduate and first-ever freshman to play at the varsity level for the Mountaineers, serves
as the managing partner and registered principal at Wagener-Lee, LLC, a financial and investment advisor located in
Columbia, Maryland. His wife, Jay, also is a WVU grad.

e \Wagener spent three seasons in the New York Mets organization from 1971-73, after being selected by the club in the
second round of the 1971 January Secondary Draft.

e Prior to a game against Baylor April 9, 2022, the Mountaineers honored the Wageners with a field dedication ceremony.

e The stadium was rebranded as Kendrick Family Ballpark in 2024 after a generous donation by WVU alum and Arizona
Diamondbacks principal owner Ken Kendrick and his family.

HOME, SWEET HOME

The 2026 season marks West Virginia's 12th at beautiful Kendrick Family Ballpark. With the help of Mountaineer Nation,

the venue has become one of the greatest atmospheres in all of college baseball.

e WVU has tallied an impressive 176-83 mark at home since the ballpark opened in 2015. What's more, the club has
never had a losing home record at the park and went 17-7 at the complex in 2025.

e The squad’s 100th win at the stadium came in a 17-8 triumph over Marshall on April 6, 2022.

e The Mountaineers had a streak of 18 consecutive midweek, home wins from to March 22, 2023 - April 7, 2026. WVU
has won 50 of its last 54 midweek, home games in Morgantown.

e Arecord crowd of 4,629 packed the stands to watch the Backyard Brawl on April 2, 2025 as WVU defeated Pitt, 11-1.

o Kendrick Family Ballpark was named BaseballParks.com’s Ballpark of the Year in 2015.
