The sacramental catechesis of the candidate for Confirmation is the responsibility of the parish sponsoring
the candidate.

Please completely fill out the registration form. You must submit with the form a current (dated within
the last 6 months) original copy of the Baptismal record, (front & back) and stamped with the seal of the
parish of Baptism.

The original physical signature of the Pastor signature confirms that the paperwork of the candidate and
sponsor has been reviewed, approved, and that the parish has provided the candidate with the necessary
catechesis for the Sacrament of Confirmation. The candidate must have been baptized, received First
Holy Communion, and be a registered member of the pastor’s parish.

The sponsor is to have received the sacraments of initiation, that is: the individual must be a Catholic in
good standing with the Church (a good practicing Catholic), he/she must have received the Sacrament of
Eucharist, and have been confirmed.

Things to look for:

o Candidates who are in a cohabitating relationship need pastoral counseling and their
confirmation should be delayed.

o Individuals who are in irregular marriages, in a cohabitating relationship, or are not good
practicing Catholics cannot be sponsors.

o A parent cannot be a sponsor of his/her child (biological or adopted).
