The original of this cartoon was published by the Soviet Gevernment Pross
in Moscow, and has the full O. K. of tha government censor.

A communist is climbing up fo heaven o kill those above the clouds, where,
besides the devil, Mohammedan Allah, and Jawish Jehovah, are depicted the Father
and Jesus with the Holy Ghost on His shoulder. The hatred of the international
atheist has not neglected to add a final touch of insuli-—spectacles on the face of
the oo old Heavenly Father.

Tho cartoon is & pbofogrephcc teproducﬂon of ’he cover of BEZBOZHNIK—-
the official organ of the Union of Militant Atheists. According fo the Soviet
Constitution, revised in 1928, this Union alone enjoys full religious freedom under
bolshevic rule. By this same revision Christians lost their right to propagate the
Gospel. The purpese of this Union is also to spread their blasphemous atheism
and fight against God throughout the world by giving encouragement through
international agents to local atheistic movements. Because of this, the problem
caasps to be merely Russian—it is @ world challenge, especially to Christians.

The battle is the Lord's and not man's, yet it is up to us to show our colors.
This is a wor not against flesh and blood, but against wicked spirits, and therefore
it is to be waged chiefly on the knees.

You understand, dear reader, that the sledge hammer can not hit the Heavenly
