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WLF DEBUTS WEB SEMINAR SERIES

On March 10, 2005, Washington Legal Foundation (WLF) debuted its Web Seminar
Series. The series is a new educational program designed to expand WLF’s ability to reach
targeted audiences of business and government leaders, educators, and the media with timely
analysis and commentary on key developments in law and public policy. It can be viewed
exclusively through WLF’s website, and will also be conveniently archived and available at
www.wlif.org.

Popeo added that the inaugural program in the series, which focused on the
recently adopted federal Class Action Fairness Act, is indicative of the critical issues and high
quality experts WLF expects to present with the Web Seminar. “The subject matter — federal
legal reform — was very topical and we were honored to have Walter Dellinger, one of
America’s top legal scholars, and a leading advocate for the legislation, colleague Jessica
Davidson Miller, as our first speakers in the series.”

The Web Seminar Series becomes an integral part of WLF's Civic Communications
Program, helping to advance its goal of disseminating WLF's free enterprise message through
print and electronic media, public education advertising campaigns, and on-site events. WLF
currently hosts regular programs for the media through its Media Nosh series which are also
webcast live and archived on the Foundation’s website. “This new series will offer a very
effective analytical compliment to WLF’s litigation, publishing and media outreach
capacities,” said Glenn G. Lammi, Chief Counsel to WLF’s Legal Studies Division. “It gives us
the ability to amplify an issue dealt with in one of our seven publication formats, or discuss
and debate a topic which is more effectively addressed through a live program,” Lammi
added.
