Washington Legal Foundation’s (WLF) new communications project, LEGALLY BRIEF 

(www.legallybrief.com), is now offering a series of video commentaries spotlighting key issues and 
developments that have fueled the federal criminalization of business conduct.   

 
The first video in this series, now available at LEGALLY BRIEF, features former United States 

Attorney General and Chairman of WLF’s Legal Policy Advisory Board, The Honorable Dick 
Thornburgh, discussing the attorney-client privilege.  The privilege is critically important to the 
operation of every American business and essential to companies’ effective compliance with federal and 
state laws.  But as General Thornburgh notes in his commentary, “Over the past decade, federal 
government agencies’ policies and practices have gradually eroded the attorney-client privilege as it 
applies to corporations.”   

 
The attorney-client privilege issue is one of seven key areas of corporate criminal enforcement 

law and policy examined in Washington Legal Foundation’s recently released “SPECIAL REPORT: 
FEDERAL EROSION OF BUSINESS CIVIL LIBERTIES.”  The report analyzes how respect for and 
protection of the attorney-client privilege has diminished over the past several decades.  The full 
SPECIAL REPORT, as well as its individual chapters, is available at www.wlf.org.

liberties, leading legal experts will provide analysis on topics such as the U.S. Sentencing Guidelines, 
federal environmental criminal enforcement, and the Department of Justice’s corporate criminal 
enforcement policies.
