Minutes from the last CAB meeting were reviewed.  There was unanimous approval to accept following  Sheila's and Larry's motions to do the same.

Update on BOT meeting, Larry and Sheila reported BOT finances are going well and that the move to the Liberty site will take one year.

In response to the question related to.WJFF meeting the needs of the Honesdale community, Ryanne stated she loves the station being here as The Cooperage is the hub of the community; and she likes the homegrown programs broadcast from the Honesdale location (I.e., Thane's jazz program and Doug Bill's wellness program).

Ryanne did suggest WJFF join the Children's program at the Cooperage and that she has discussed this with the new station manager, Dan Rigney.  She also stated that radio reception in the town of Honesdale is non-existent except for streaming on line.

Judy suggested the strategy of holding CAB meetings in diverse listening areas be evaluated as to date there has been seemingly poor turnout and the distances CAB members travel are large.  Tasa suggested we wait until the current round of scheduled meetings are completed (August 27 Hurleyville).  There was discussion on a need to explore methods of communication that will entice the communities to attend and provide input. Kit suggested using the station's vision statement.  No decision taken.

CAB membership and the critical need for new members was discussed. Kit will follow-up with the BOT.

Next meeting is scheduled for 6/11/20, 6-8pm, Ellenville.  Tasa will confirm with the library and communicate with Lydia.
