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CHILD PROTECTION SYSTEM MAPPING

In 2021, the study “Mapping of the Child Protection System in Mongolia”
was conducted using World Vision International’s ADAPT (Analysis, Design and
Planning Tool) methodology. Through this approach, the assessment compre-
hensively examined the key components of the national child protection sys-
tem, including the legal and policy framework, service structure and mecha-
nisms, human and financial resources, accountability and governance, cross
sectoral coordination, and child participation.

The study applied a participatory and multi stakeholder methodolo-
gy. Data collection involved consultations with relevant ministries and gov-
ernment agencies, child protection units of three districts of Ulaanbaatar
and four aimags, members from Coordinating Council for Crime Prevention,
and multi-disciplinary task force, and representatives of civil society and in-
ternational organizations. In total, the research engaged over 30 institutions
through semi structured interviews, conducted individual interviews with staff
from 23 organizations, and held group discussions with 128 children, parents,
and service providers. By synthesizing the data and presenting the findings
through multiple rounds of stakeholder consultations, the study helped estab-
lish a shared national understanding of the key gaps in policy implementation,
service delivery, and cross sectoral cooperation within the child protection sys-
tem.

The ADAPT assessment identified, with clear evidence, the major systemic
strengths, gaps, and policy implications at the foundational level of child pro-
tection in Mongolia. As a result, the study served as an important reference
document during the drafting and approval of the revised Child Protection
Law, contributing to the development of evidence based and participatory le-
gal reforms aligned with emerging needs and international best practices.

IMPROVING THE LEGAL FRAMEWORK TO
COMBAT TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS

In 2023, the project conducted an impact assessment of the implementation of
the Law on Combating Trafficking in Persons. The assessment found that the imple-
mentation of the law had been limited due to several factors, including the absence of
some required procedures and inconsistencies among certain approved procedures.

Based on the findings, the project worked in partnership with the Gender Equali-
ty Center NGO to support relevant government institutions in strengthening the legal
framework for combating trafficking in persons and in developing and approving nec-
essary procedures and standards.

With this support, several key procedures were approved:
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Procedure on providing health rehabilitation services to victims of trafficking in
persons — Order A/64 of the Minister of Health (February 26, 2026)

Procedure on providing mental health services to victims of trafficking in per-
sons — Order A/64 of the Minister of Health (February 26, 2026)

Standard Operating Procedures of the MDTF — Order A/156 of the Minister of
Justice and Home Affairs (December 16, 2025)

Procedure on the structure, organization, and operation of shelters — Resolu-
tion No. 215 of the Government of Mongolia (December 18, 2024)

Procedure on providing services for victims of TIP (revised) -Order A/71 of the
Minister of Foreign Affairs (November 12, 2024)

Procedure on providing victims with jobs and enrolling them in vocational
training for (revised) — Order A/40 of the Minister of Family, Labor and Social
Protection (October 18, 2024)

Procedure on ensuring human dignity and safety of TIP victims —Joint Orders
A/60 and A/40 of the Minister of Justice and Home Affairs and the Prosecutor
General (March 4, 2024)

Procedure on legal assistance for victims of TIP — Order A/399 of the Minister of

These legal and regulatory improvements represent an important step toward
strengthening victim protection, enhancing prevention efforts, and establishing a
more coordinated system of services for victims of trafficking in persons.

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INTRODUCING NEWLY ADOPTED AND
REVISED PROCEDURES

As part of the legal reforms to combat trafficking in persons, the project orga-
nized a series of meetings and discussions to introduce newly adopted and revised
procedures to professionals working in relevant sectors. These events were organized
through the Gender Equality Center NGO.

Starting from April 2024, a total of 10 workshops were held, reaching 613 profes-
sionals (423F; 190M) from sectors including law enforcement, social protection, immi-
gration, and health.

During these workshop sessions, participants were introduced to the newly ad-
opted and revised procedures. The workshops also provided a platform for profession-
als from different sectors to discuss how these procedures could be implemented in
practice, exchange experiences, and raise challenges they encounter in their daily
work.

As a result of these discussions, the newly adopted procedures became more
clearly understood and more consistently applied in practice. This has helped relevant
institutions provide more coordinated, comprehensive, and effective services to vic-

tims of trafficking in persons.

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SUPPORT TO THE MULTI-DISCIPLINARY
TASK FORCE

The Multi-Disciplinary Task Force (MDTF) to Combat Trafficking in Persons was
first established in Mongolia as a working group by the Order A/17 of the Head of the
Secretariat of the Coordination Council for Crime Prevention on July 7, 2021.

The project has been actively supporting the MDTF by strengthening its oper-
ations, as well as by contributing to the initiatives implemented by the task force. A
member of the project team served as the MDTF Secretary and supported the organi-
zation of 22 plenary meetings and 16 sub-group meetings between 2022 and 2025. The
project also assisted in developing the MDTF's strategic plan and annual action plans,
as well as monitoring and reporting on their implementation.

In collaboration with the MDTF, the project supported a number of key initiatives,
including the preparation of data driven reports on trafficking in persons in Mongolia,
the promotion of victim-centered approaches, the introduction and institutionalization
of forensic interviewing, capacity-building trainings and discussions for professionals,
and awareness-raising and prevention activities at border crossing checkpoints.

To further support the sustainability of the MDTF, the project also renovated a
dedicated office space at the Ministry of Justice and Home Affairs and equipped it with
the necessary furniture and equipment.

As part of ongoing legal reforms, the MDTF is now formally institutionalized and
re-established under the Order A/156 of the Minister of Justice and Home Affairs, is-
sued on December 16, 2025.

The establishment of the MDTF providing services to child victims of trafficking
significantly improves the coordination of assistance and services. It enables timely
and integrated support, helps prevent re-traumatization during the response process,
and contributes to the child’s recovery and reintegration into normal life. At the same
time, it supports more efficient and accurate case handling within the criminal justice
system.

As the Multi-Disciplinary Task
Force (MDTF) to combat trafficking in
persons is a newly established struc-
ture in Mongolia, strengthening the
capacity of its members and ensuring
a shared understanding of its mandate
and working principles has been a key
priority.

To support this effort, the project
partnered with the National Children’s
Alliance of the United States between
2022 and 2024 to deliver online training
and a mentorship program for the MDTF
members.

Trainings:

From April 2022 to December 2023, a total of 11 online training sessions were organized
covering a wide range of topics, including MDTF operational principles, victim-cen-
tered approaches, victim identification, service provision, and data collection and anal-
ysis. These trainings were attended by 21 MDTF members (12F; 9M) as well as 51 profes-
sionals (30F; 21M) from relevant partner organizations.

Mentorship Program:

As part of the mentorship program, 7 MDTF members (4F; 3M) participated in 29

hours of one-on-one online mentoring sessions with professionals from the United
States, including law enforcement officers, prosecutors, and child protection spe-
cialists.

Through these capacity building activities, the MDTF members developed a more
comprehensive understanding of trafficking in persons and strengthened their col-
laboration across institutions. This has enabled the task force to initiate and imple-
ment a range of coordinated actions in the fight against trafficking in persons.

STUDY TOURS

In 2022-2023, two study tours to the United States were organized for members of
the MDTF. In 2025, another study visit was organized for decision-making level officials
from relevant institutions.

August 14-21,2022 — A delegation of 11 MDTF members visited the United
States. During the visit, they toured three Child Advocacy Centers and
held meetings with the U.S. Department of State's Office to Monitor and
Combat Trafficking in Persons, the National Children’s Alliance, Polaris
Project, World Vision, and The Asia Foundation.

May 15-21, 2023 - Seven MDTF members, together with representatives
from the National Police Agency and civil society organizations, visit-
ed the United States. The delegation met with the U.S. Department of
State’s Office to Monitor and Combat Trafficking in Persons, visited three
Child Advocacy Centers, and toured the Fairfax County court and police
department. Meetings were also held with representatives from Polaris
Project, World Vision, and The Asia Foundation.

October 10-18, 2025 - A group of eight decision-makers from institutions
including the Secretariat of the Coordination Council for Crime Preven-
tion, the General Prosecutor’s Office, the Supreme Court, and the Na-
tional Forensic Agency visited the United States. During the visit, the
delegation toured the Baltimore Child Advocacy Center, the Howard
County Child Advocacy Center, and the International Centre for Missing
& Exploited Children, and met with representatives from World Vision,
The Asia Foundation as well as U.S. judges and prosecutors.

CHILD-FRIENDLY SPACE

To expand opportunities for child victims to receive services that meet in-
ternational standards and recommendations—through child friendly, victim
centered, and trauma informed approaches in prosecution—a total of eight
child friendly interview rooms were established within police and child protec-
tion agencies.

Previously, when children provided statements in inappropriate environ-
ments, they were at high risk of re traumatization, withholding information,
or giving inaccurate testimony. The newly established rooms now provide a
quiet, safe, and comfortable environment, fully equipped with the necessary
technology and capable of offering psychological support. As a result, police
officers, social workers, and multidisciplinary professionals are now able to
conduct interviews in a professional and trauma informed way, improving the
quality of children’s statements during investigations and reducing the psy-
chological stress associated with repeated interviews.

These rooms have created practical access to child friendly justice with-
in the child protection system. Children can now receive necessary services
during prosecution through a one stop approach without multiple appearanc-
es, avoid face to face encounters with offenders, and participate online when
needed. Additionally, cooperation between prosecutors, police, and child pro-
tection agencies has improved, leading to shorter prosecution time, reduced
psychological risks, and better quality of evidence—demonstrating a system
level impact.

To ensure consistent and child rights sensitive use of these rooms, a
“Guideline for Establishing Child Friendly Spaces in Police Settings” was devel-
oped and introduced to approximately 125 officers from the police units where
the rooms were established. Furthermore, when the Office of the Prosecu-
tor General developed its guideline on working with children during criminal
proceedings, it incorporated and expanded upon the key principles from this
Guideline. This marks an important step toward the wider dissemination of
child friendly practices for interacting with children.

CPC developed and published a child friendly brochure for children receiv-
ing services in the child friendly spaces, and produced a short animated video
introducing their rights.

ANNUAL DATA-DRIVEN REPORTS

As part of global efforts to combat trafficking in persons, international reports an-
alyzing the situation and trends of the crime have been published for many years. The
United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) has produced global reports on
trafficking in persons since 2009, publishing a total of eight reports to date. Similarly,
the U.S. Department of State has released its annual Trafficking in Persons Report for
the past 25 years.

In Mongolia, a comprehensive national report titled “Data-Driven Report on Com-
batting Trafficking in Persons in Mongolia” has been produced since 2022 under the
CPC project, in collaboration with members of the MDTF.

So far, three reports have been published:

The 2019-2021 report, released in 2022
The 20222023 report, released in 2024

The 2024 report, released in 2025

These reports present an overview of the situation and trends of trafficking in per-
sons in Mongolia, developments in the legal framework, and key statistics and high-
lights related to the 4Ps approach: Prosecution, Protection, Prevention, and Partner-
ship.

The preparation and publication of this report has become an important tool for
consolidating national efforts to combat trafficking in persons, strengthening coordi-
nation among relevant stakeholders, and identifying priority actions for future work.

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ANNUAL PROSECUTION WORKSHOPS

Since 2022, the project has organized the annual Prosecution Workshop in col-
laboration with the Secretariat of the Coordination Council for Crime Prevention. The
workshop serves as a platform where representatives from the police, prosecution,
judiciary, child protection sector, and attorneys come together to discuss challenges
and explore solutions.

A total of four workshops were organized during the project period. In addition
to discussing the situation and trends of trafficking in persons and related crimes, the
workshops focused on specific topics such as the introduction of forensic interview-
ing practices, the use of child-friendly rooms, the detection and prosecution of forced
labor and labor exploitation crimes, and compensation for victims of trafficking and
sexual exploitation.

Each workshop resulted in a set of recommendations, which were presented to
the Sub-Council on Combating and Preventing Trafficking in Persons. The project also
supported the implementation of these recommendations. For example, follow-up
actions included conducting comparative legal research on certain provisions of the
Criminal Code and proposing amendments, carrying out in-depth research on forced
labor, and organizing targeted trainings for specific groups, including judges, legal
representatives, and psychologists working within law enforcement institutions.

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STRENGTHENING THE CAPACITY OF
SHELTERS

To enhance trauma-informed and child
friendly services for victims of trafficking in per-
sons (TIP), four shelters operated by the Gender
Equality Center and Talita Asia (two each) were
renovated and furnished to be child friendly, in-
creasing their capacity to provide services to child
victims. Furthermore, from April 2021 to March
2024 with Talita Asia, and from January 2022 to
April 2024 with the Gender Equality Center, the
project directly supported the provision of ser-
vices to children in shelters. These services in-
cluded health care, psychological counseling,
psychotherapy, personal development programs,
legal assistance, educational support, and reinte-
gration services. During the project period, a to-
tal of 54 child victims received services through
these NGOs.

With project support, a child rehabilitation
center for victims of sexual violence was estab-
lished under a government agency and became
operational in October 2024. The project has sup-
ported the reintegration of eight child victims of
trafficking in persons (TIP) who received services
at this center. These children were enrolled in vo-
cational training programs—such as cosmetolo-
gy, hairdressing, and manicure—and successfully
obtained certificates. Some of the children who
have reached the legally permitted working age
have voluntarily begun working in their trained
professions and are steadily integrating into so-

CAPACITY BUILDING OF CHILD PROTECTION
SERVICE

A trauma informed comprehensive service methodology for child victims
of trafficking in persons was developed based on international best practices
and aligned with national legislation, through close collaboration between in-
ternational and national experts. To support further dissemination, 40 trainers
were prepared to deliver this methodology nationwide.

A counseling manual for providing psychological support to child victims
of trafficking in persons was also developed, and its localization was carried
out through psychologists working with child survivors of sexual violence and
exploitation. Based on the manual, a training was organized for psychologists,

reaching 51 professionals from the GACFDP and the National Police Agency.
Post training mentorship was provided to strengthen application in practice.
An online training module was developed and uploaded to the GACFDP's dig-
ital platform. Additionally, 85 social workers and psychologists from govern-
mental and non governmental organizations were trained on delivering art
therapy for child victims.

By introducing these methodologies, the quality and accessibility of ser-
vices for child victims of trafficking have measurably improved, and profession-
als are now better equipped to provide trauma informed, victim centered, and
child friendly protection services more effectively.

PROTECTION
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TRAINING ON INVESTIGATING AND
PROSECUTING TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS
CASES WITH VICTIM-CENTERED AND
CHILD-FRIENDLY APPROACHES

A two-day training titled “Investigating and Prosecuting TIP Cases with Vic-
tim-Centered and Child-Friendly Approaches” was organized for government officials
across all 21 provinces and in Ulaanbaatar for 9 districts between 2023 and 2024. In
total, 785 participants including judges, prosecutors, and police officers participated
in the training. This included 135 judges (58M, 77F), 168 prosecutors (71M, 97F), and 482
police officers (381M, 101F).

The training handbook was jointly developed by international and national con-
sultants. It consisted of 10 modules covering topics such as an overview of human traf-
ficking crimes; relevant international and national legal frameworks; identification and
recognition of victims; specific considerations when interviewing victims; assistance
and services provided to victims; multi-stakeholder cooperation; forms of trafficking
committed us cyberspace; and the processes of detecting, investigating, prosecuting,
and adjudicating human trafficking cases. The training was delivered by 19 judges,
prosecutors, police officers and professors from the University of Internal Affairs who
had been trained as national trainers.

The training combined lectures and practical exercises and was effective be-

cause police officers, prosecutors, and judges participated together, fostering shared
understanding and improved coordination.

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TRAINING ON ADJUDICATION OF CYBER-FACILITATED
TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS CASES

A training program on “Adjudication of Cyber-Facilitated TIP Cases” was devel-
oped by Judge B.Bataa of the District Criminal and Civil First Instance Simplified Pro-
cedure Circuit Court, and the training program was approved in December 2025 by
the Training Prog ram Committee of the Judicial Academy.

In collaboration with the Judicial Academy, one-day training designed for judges
named “Adjudication of Cyber-Facilitated TIP Cases” was organized on January 15, 22,
and 30, 2026. A total of 95 judges (34M, 61F) participated, including judges from the
Capital City Court of Criminal Appeals, District Court of First Instance for Criminal Cas-
es, and Provincial Courts of First Instance and Appeal for Criminal and Civil Cases.

As a result of the training, judges gained a comprehensive understanding
of how human trafficking crimes are committed through cyberspace, how investiga-
tors document such cases, and how to assess and verify the reliability of digital evi-
dence collected during investigations. The training also addressed emerging meth-
ods and forms of trafficking and highlighted key considerations for interpreting these
acts in relation to the legal elements of the crime. Overall, the training contributed to
strengthening a shared and consistent understanding of legal application in judicial
proceedings.

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ORENSIC INTERVIEW

In 2022, members of the MDTF participated in a study visit to the United States,
where they identified forensic interviewing as a best practice worth introducing in
Mongolia. Forensic interviewing is a method in which a specially trained profession-
al conducts interviews with minor victims in a child-friendly and victim-centered ap-
proach, aiming to prevent re-traumatization. It is widely used in many countries as an
effective practice for conducting investigations and for providing appropriate assis-
tance and services to child victims.

Following this, at the request of the General Prosecutor's Office, the first train-
ing on forensic interviewing techniques was organized in January 2023 in cooperation
with Center for Hope, a Baltimore based child advocacy center in Maryland, the US. A
total of 21 participants from the National Police Agency, General Prosecutor’s Office,
the Capital City Prosecutor’s Office, and non-governmental organizations attended
the training. As a result, in May 2023, the General Prosecutor’s Office issued a guideline
named “Communication and Interview with Child Victims and Witnesses of Traffick-
ing in Persons, Sexual Exploitation and the Crimes against Sexual Freedom and Invi-
olability Based on Trauma-Informed Approach,” which was distributed to prosecutors
and police officers.

Training of trainers on forensic interviewing was organized in March 2024, during
which 28 trainers were prepared, including 15 police officers and 13 professionals from
the social sector. Through these national trainers, forensic interviewing training was
subsequently delivered to 107 police officers (39M, 68F).

As a result of these trainings, police officers gained a clear understanding of fo-
rensic interviewing, victim-centered investigative approaches, different types of ques-
tioning, and the ten stages of forensic interviewing. They also participated in practi-
cal exercises on how to interview child victims in accordance with this methodology,
thereby strengthening their practical skills and experience.

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TRAINING ON A VICTIM-CENTERED APPROACH TO
CRIMINAL INVESTIGATIONS / TRAUMA-INFORMED
APPROACHES FOR INTERVIEWING CHILD VICTIMS OF

Three sessions of training on “Vic-
tim-Centered Approach to Criminal Inves-
tigations” were held on April 2, 3, and 4,
2024, led by international experts. A total of
70 police officers (32M, 38F) were trained.

The training familiarized participants
with common behaviors and attitudes of
children and adult victims experiencing se-
vere psychological trauma or distress due
to a crime. It introduced and taught a vic-
tim-centered approach designed to build
trust, reduce stress, and create conditions
for effectively obtaining information criti-
cal to the case.

As a result of the training, officers learned that a child’s ability to recall and de-
scribe traumatic events can vary depending on their age, and they practiced ques-
tioning techniques during interviews. Using a trauma-informed approach and knowl-
edge of child development, officers engaged in role-playing exercises with children of
different ages to practice interviewing victims with a victim-centered approach. The
training also emphasized strategies for police officers to prevent secondary trauma,
manage emotional reactions when hearing about traumatic events, and cope with
indirect exposure to psychological trauma.

In collaboration with the Beautiful Hearts NGO, a training on “Trauma-Informed
Approaches for Engagin with Child Victims of TIP" was conducted on May 15-17 and 24,
2024. A total of 117 participants attended, including 57 police officers (57M), 36 prose-
cutors (36F), and 24 judges (5M, 19F). Participants enhanced their knowledge on topics
such as the general concept of psychological trauma, the consequences of trauma,
and how to work with victims and survivors using a trauma-informed approach, in-
cluding key considerations to keep in mind during the process.

INVESTIGATING CYBER-

CASES

A two-day training on “Investigating
Cyber-Facilitated TIP Cases” was conduct-
ed in a series of regional sessions nine
times between 2024 and 2025. The training
involved participants from all 21 provinces
and 9 districts, including 255 police officers
(231M, 24F) and 101 prosecutors (46M, 55F).

The training handbook with four chap-
ters was developed by local experts. As a
result of the training, police officers and
prosecutors enhanced their knowledge of
the general concepts and trends of human
trafficking, as well as the specific features of
detecting and investigating cyber-facilitat-
ed trafficking in persons cases. In addition,
through practical exercises, participants
strengthened their skills in collecting infor-
mation from open and closed sources, and
in identifying, securing, and preserving cy-
ber evidence and digital traces using vari-
ous software tools.

TRAINING AT BORDER CHECKPOINTS

In 2024-2025, a total of 396 government officials (228 male, 168 female) from the
Border Protection Agency, Immigration Agency, and Customs Authority were trained
at several border checkpoints, including Tsagaannuur and Dayan checkpoints in
Bayan-Ulgii Province; Zamiin-Uud checkpoint in Dornogovi Province; Khavirga and
Bayankhoshuu checkpoints in Dornod Province; Altanbulag and Sukhbaatar check-
points in Selenge Province; and Gashuunsukhait checkpoint in Umnugovi Province.

The training covered topics such as basic TIP understanding, trends and current
situation, the conditions of border checkpoints and future trends, and key consider-
ations when allowing children to cross the Mongolian border.

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CAPACITY BUILDING OF FRONTLINE
WORKERS ON IDENTIFICATION OR VICTIMS
OF TRAFFICKING

In accordance with the Minister of Labor and Social Protection’s guideline
issued on 5 April 2022 on identifying victims of trafficking in persons, a series of
capacity building trainings for relevant frontline personnel were organized in
phases from 2023 to 2025.

These included:

e June 2023: Training for 150 health-sector staff, including local obsth
tricians;

e September 2023: Training for more than 30 staff of the 108 Child
Helpline Emergency Response Center;

e October 2023: Training for over 200 volunteers of the Home Visitor
Program operating in five districts under the project;

e February-March 2024: Training for more than 400 personnel at
Chinggis Khaan International Airport, including airline check in and
passenger service agents, border protection officers, police officers,
and civil aviation security staff;

e May 2025: Training for 136 employees of the Ulaanbaatar Railway

\ Passenger Car Depot's passenger service division;

These trainings strengthened the ability of frontline personnel to identify
potential victims of trafficking in persons and to refer them to the appropriate
authorities when necessary.

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BORDER MONITORING

Border monitoring is an internationally tested approach aimed at identi-
fying travelers at risk of trafficking in persons, and preventing and protecting
them from this crime. Depending on context and need, border monitoring
is implemented in locations such as border zones, passenger transport hubs,
train stations, and airports.

Within the project, in partnership with Unbound Mongolia NGO, “Border
Monitoring” was implemented from June 2022 to November 2025 at Chinggis
Khaan International Airport, and at the Zamiin-Uud and Altanbulag road bor-
der checkpoints, by providing awareness-raising information to prevent traf-
ficking in persons. During this period, the project collected surveys and provid-
ed prevention information to a total of 14,163 travelers, identified 276 travelers
as potentially at risk, of whom 116 travelers (including 82 children) decided to
stop their travel, and 20 travelers were referred to relevant authorities.

Participants
emphasized the importance of
strengthening prevention efforts
at the border and increasing the
capacity to identify and protect
children at risk, highlighting the
essential role of civil society or-
ganizations. They also exchanged

views on improving inter-agency coordination, upgrading the electronic bor-
der control information system, developing a joint training program for border
officers, and digitizing documentation required for children crossing the bor-
der. These measures contribute to reducing the risks of trafficking, improving
response mechanisms, and fostering a more coordinated and comprehensive
child protection approach at Mongolia's borders.

VIDEO TRAINING COURSES

A 10-module training on ‘“Investi-
gating and Prosecuting TIP Cases with
Victim-Centered and Child-Friendly Ap-
proaches” for judges, prosecutors, and
police officers was developed as video
training courses and handed over to the
Judicial Academy, the Training and Re-
search Institute of the General Prosecu-
tor's Office, the National Police Agency,
and the University of Internal Affairs.

In addition, a four-module vid-
eo training course on “Investigating Cy-
ber-Facilitated TIP Cases” for prosecutors
and police officers was developed and
prepared for handover to the respective
government institutions.

By being uploaded to the e-learn-
ing systems of the respective institutions,
these video training courses enable gov-
ernment officials to study and learn inde-
pendently regardless of time and location.
They also allow officers who were unable
to participate when the trainings were
previously conducted in in-person format,
as well as newly recruited employees, to
access and benefit from the training.

STUDIES ON COMPENSATION FOR VICTIMS OF CRIME

In 2024, the project collaborated with the Gender Equality Center NGO to conduct
two studies focusing on compensation for victims of trafficking in persons crimes.

“International Good Practices in Providing Compensation to Victims of Trafficking
in Persons, Including Child Victims” was conducted. This study examined international
best practices on providing compensation to victims of trafficking in persons. Drawing
on international human rights treaties, UN declarations, principles, and guidelines, the
research analyzed the experiences of countries such as the United States, France, the
Netherlands, Germany, and Japan. Based on this comparative analysis, the study iden-
tified possible approaches that could be adapted and implemented in Mongolia and
developed a set of recommendations.

“Practices of Compensating Crime Victims Using Assets and Proceeds Derived
from a Crime” was conducted. This study explored how compensation for victims, par-
ticularly child victims of trafficking in persons, is addressed in practice. The research ex-
amined the procedures under the Criminal Procedure Law related to recovering dam-
ages from assets and proceeds obtained through criminal activities. It also analyzed
at which stages of the criminal process compensation is provided, how damages are
recovered, what actions can be taken by institutions and parties protecting the inter-
ests of the victims, and how victims are informed about their rights and opportunities

to obtain compensation.

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IMPROVING DATABASE

The Anti-Trafficking Unit of the Organized Crime Division of the Criminal Police
Department had been using an outdated database that did not fully cover the unit's
operational needs. The system had limitations in recording complete information and
could not be further upgraded.

To support the development of a new system, the project commissioned a User
Requirements Assessment for a System to Support the Operations of the Anti-Traffick-
ing Unit in 2025 and submitted the report to the National Police Agency.

Based on this report, the Information Technology Division of the National Police
Agency has initiated the process of developing an upgraded database system.

Once improved, the system will help streamline the unit's operations by enabling
faster processing of requests related to children crossing the border with authorized
representatives, allowing more detailed recording of trafficking related information,
and making it easier to compile necessary reports and statistical data.

ESTABLISHING A SURVIVORS’ NETWORK

The project supported the establishment of a Survivors’ Network through the
Gender Equality Center NGO. The Survivors' Network is a voluntary group that brings
together the voices of girls and women who have experienced gender-based violence
and human trafficking, with the aim of protecting their rights and increasing their par-
ticipation in advocacy and decision-making.

The network focuses on creating spaces where survivors can strengthen them-
selves psychologically and economically, support one another, and share experiences.
It also aims to amplify survivors' voices at the policy level and to develop groups capa-
ble of organizing independent and sustainable activities.

Starting from February 2024, with financial support from the CPC project, the

Gender Equality Center worked to establish the Survivors’ Network. A series of activ-

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PREPARATION OF VICTIM
ADVOCATES

As part of the project activities, the
Gender Equality Center NGO began pre-
paring victim advocates in February 2024
to support victims of trafficking and gen-
der-based violence.

Within this initiative, a guide titled
“Did You Know?" was developed and
printed for victims/clients/ and survivors
who seek assistance from legal and law
enforcement institutions. The guide pro-
vides information on the legal rights and
responsibilities that victims should be
aware of during criminal proceedings,
as well as key issues to consider when
approaching legal authorities. It also in-
cludes basic psychological guidance and
supportive advice to help victims better
prepare for the process.

Regular training sessions were orga-
nized to prepare victim advocates. These
trainings covered topics such as the role
and importance of victim advocacy, an
overview of trafficking in persons, the
characteristics and needs of victims, psy-
chological trauma, and trauma-informed
approaches to providing support. More
than 100 students from universities in-
cluding the Mongolian National Universi-
ty of Education, Otgontenger University,
and Ikh Zasag International University
participated in these trainings.

The trained victim advocates now
support victims/clients/survivors by as-
sisting them during meetings with attor-
neys before giving statements, helping
them prepare psychologically and re-
main emotionally stable throughout the
process. They also assist with practical
tasks such as collecting evidence and fa-
cilitating the retrieval of documents from
relevant institutions.

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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE ADJUDICATION OF
TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS AND SEXUAL
EXPLOITATION CRIMES

In 2024, the project conducted this study in collaboration with the Judicial
Training, Research and Information Academy of Mongolia. The research aimed
to clarify the concept of trafficking in persons as defined in international le-
gal instruments, examine how the crime has been legislated and adjudicated
in Mongolia, and compare Mongolia’s legal framework with those of selected
foreign countries. Based on this analysis, the study sought to propose recom-
mendations related to criminalization, differentiation from competing legal
provisions, and sentencing policy.

The study concluded that there is a need to revise the legal characteri-
zation and sentencing policy related to sexual exploitation crimes. It recom-
mended several legislative changes, including redefining Article 12.3(1) of the
Criminal Code as “Forced Sexual Intercourse” under a separate provision, incor-
porating Article 12.3(2) (trafficking in persons for the purpose of sexual exploita-
tion) as an aggravated form under Article 13.1 on trafficking in persons, and
revising sentencing policies so that aggravated forms of sexual exploitation
crimes carry more severe penalties than trafficking in persons offenses. The
study also recommended that the Supreme Court issue an official interpreta-
tion clarifying how other related crimes should be distinguished from traffick-
ing in persons offenses.

To support the implementation of these recommendations, the project
prepared proposed amendments to the Criminal Code and submitted them
to the Ministry of Justice and Home Affairs. In addition, the findings were pub-
lished as an article in the Mongolian Journal of Judicial Studies, issued by the
Judicial Academy, and disseminated to judges.

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RESEARCH REPORT ON THE ADJUDICATION OF
TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS FOR THE PURPOSE OF
FORCED LABOR AND LABOR EXPLOITATION

This study, conducted in 2025, examined the situation in Mongolia regarding the
detection, investigation, oversight, and adjudication of crimes related to forced labor
and trafficking in persons for the purpose of labor exploitation. The research aimed
to identify the legal and practical challenges faced in addressing these crimes and to
propose possible solutions and recommmendations.

The study included a comparative analysis of international legal standards and
domestic legislation, as well as an examination of the current practices in criminal
proceedings related to these crimes. A notable feature of the research was the analysis
of complaints received by labor inspectors and wage-related disputes resolved by civil
courts, which provided additional insights into possible indicators of forced labor and
labor exploitation.

One of the key findings revealed that 37.2% of the complaints handled by state
labor inspectors involved situations resembling the indicators of forced labor identi-
fied by the International Labour Organization, such as child labor, forced labor, the
use of coercion within employment relationships, discrimination, and exposure to ha-
rassment or violence. However, these cases had not been referred to law enforcement
authorities for further investigation.

The project has disseminated the research findings to the public and continues

to work with relevant institutions to support the implementation of the study’'s recom-
mendations.

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ANALYSIS ON LEGAL PROCEEDINGS OF TRAFFICKING
IN PERSONS AND SIMILAR CASES

In 2022, the project collaborated with the Gender Equality Center NGO to conduct
an Analysis On Legal Proceedings of Trafficking in Persons and Similar Crimes. The
study aimed to better understand the situation of trafficking in persons cases and how
they were handled within the criminal justice system.

The research examined case files of trafficking in persons and similar crimes re-
solved during the previous three years. The analysis focused on several aspects, in-
cluding the criteria used to identify victims, changes in legal classification of cases, the
time required for cases to proceed from registration to resolution, and the number of
personnel involved and their workload. In addition, the study included interviews with
20 victims of trafficking in persons who had sought assistance from legal institutions
and had been formally identified as victims. These interviews provided insights into
the current support and services available to victims.

As a result of the study, 18 key findings were identified across several areas, includ-
ing legal regulation, administrative investigation procedures, criminal investigation
practices, and court proceedings. Based on these findings, recommendations were
developed and submitted to the relevant institutions.

The recommendations were also presented and discussed during the MDTF
meetings and at the annual Prosecution Workshop discussions. Following these rec-
ommendations, an impact assessment of the implementation of the Law on Combat-
ing Trafficking in Persons was conducted, which later supported the development and
revision of several procedures under the law.

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CHILD VICTIM REGISTRATION SYSTEM

The Child victim registration system is a national information system in
Mongolia that registers victim-related information in accordance with estab-
lished procedures and confidentiality requirements.

Currently, the system records and provides services for more than 4,000
victim cases (including duplicates) through 75 users from 44 organizations, all
of which are service providers and officials working in victim protection.

The Child victim registration system is designed to ensure that victims re-
ceive the necessary assistance and services promptly, efficiently, and appro-
priately, and to facilitate referrals when needed. It also plays an important role
in research and the development of prevention policies, while ensuring the
secure storage and confidentiality of victim information.

HOME VISITOR

From 2021 to 2024, the Home Visitor Program was implemented in Song-
inokhairkhan, Bayangol, Chingeltei, Sukhbaatar, and Bayanzurkh districts. In
each district, a working group chaired by the Social Development Division
of the Governor’s Office was established, and the program was carried out in
partnership with five NGOs: the Scout Association, the Center for Mongolian
Volunteers, Lantuun Dohio, the Youth Development Center, and the Educa-
tion—-Future-Development Gateway.

The implementing organizations received regular capacity building train-
ings, and through a total of 220 home visitors, the program successfully select-
ed and conducted regular visits to 1,000 households, completing the planned
activities.

Home visitors referred a total of 1,219 cases to relevant government and
non government services, including child protection, education, health, civil
registration, employment services, legal aid, psychological support, and essen-
tial emergency assistance.

The training was attended by 26 instructors, including 16 from the Police School,
five from the Border Protection School, and five from the School of Non-Commissioned
Officers. Through sessions delivered by both national and international trainers, partic-
ipants were introduced to a wide range of topics, including the concept of trafficking
in persons, victim identification, understanding psychological trauma, and the use of
forensic interviewing techniques.

A training was organized for facul-
ty members of the University of Internal
Affairs from January 5-9, 2026, aimed at
strengthening their knowledge oof the
victim-centered, child-friendly, and trau-
ma-informed approaches to working
with victims of trafficking.

On the final day of the training, par-
ticipants reviewed the courses they cur-
rently teach and presented recommen-
dations for improving and updating the
curriculum. The project is continuing to
support efforts to integrate these ap-
proaches into the university's training
programes.

By strengthening the capacity of instructors and updating the curriculum, future
law enforcement officers will be better equipped with the knowledge, skills, and atti-
tudes needed to work effectively with victims. This will contribute to improved iden-
tification of trafficking victims and help reduce the risk of re-victimization during the
response process.

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CAPACITY BUILDING FOR STATE CHILD
RIGHTS INSPECTORS

The 2024 Law on Child Protection provided a comprehensive legal defi-
nition of the mandate of State Child Rights Inspectors. Accordingly, the proj-
ect supported the MFLSP in developing the standard operating procedures
for State Child Rights Inspectors and methodology for determining inspector
guotas at the local level.

In collaboration with the MFLSP, the GACFDP, and the International La-
bour Organization, the project organized trainings for all labor inspectors and
child rights inspectors nationwide on identifying children who may be victims
of labor exploitation or sexual exploitation during routine inspections. The proj-
ect also supported the MFLSP in delivering refresher trainings for State Child
Rights Inspectors.

In September 2025, the project organized a study tour to the United States
for nine inspectors from the MFLSP, CACFDP, and local government. This ex-
perience enabled participants to gain a deeper understanding of the U.S. child
protection system and practical approaches to identifying, assessing, and re-
sponding to child protection violations. The exposure contributed to strength-
ening the quality of inspection and response services in Mongolia by equip-
ping inspectors with new knowledge and ideas for improving practice.

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PROMOTING CHILD RIGHTS IN BUSINESS
ACTIVITIES

Strengthening a child rights within business operations is an important
condition for ensuring that children are safeguarded from any form of violence
and exploitation. Through promoting UNICEF’'s Children’s Rights and Business
Principles among companies, the project in collaborations with MFLSP and
UNICEF, jointly trained 110 specialists from the Mongolian National Chamber of
Commerce and Industry, the Confederation of Employers, the Confederation of
Trade Unions, and other governmental and non-governmental organizations
as trainers during 12-15 December 2022.

In April and May 2023, these trainers conducted trainings on the Children’s
Rights and Business Principles for managers of local government agencies
and businesses in Khentii, Dornod, Sukhbaatar, Bulgan, Orkhon, Govisum-
ber aimag, and Bagakhangai district. As a result, around 600 officials gained
methodological knowledge on how to integrate and uphold children’s rights
within their operations.

In accordance with Article 43.3 of the Labor Law, every business entity is
required to have a child protection policy. In line with Article 52.7 of the Law
on Child Protection, businesses must also allocate 1 percent of their total wage
fund to implement the activities specified in their child protection policy. To
support the implementation of these legal requirements, a discussion was or-
ganized among member companies of the American Chamber of Commerce
in Mongolia. As a result of the discussion, businesses enhanced their under-
standing of how they can prevent child protection risks and benefit from rele-
vant tax incentives for activities carried out as part of their social responsibility
efforts.

NATIONAL FORUMS ON CHILD LABOR

Over three consecutive years, 2023, 2024,
and 2025, National forums were held on
June 12, aligning with the International Day
Against Child Labour. The forums brought to-
gether a wide range of stakeholders, includ-
ing the Ministry of Family, Labor and Social
Protection (and its departments), the Na-
tional Statistical Office, the National Human
Rights Commission, sectoral ministries, local
Family and Children Departments, tripartite
labor partners, international organizations
such as the ILO, UNICEF, the EU Delegation,
the U.S. Embassy, civil society organizations,
academia, and representatives from WV and
TAF. Attendance at each forum exceeded 100
participants and included technical experts,
government officials, frontline service provid-
ers, Child rights and labor inspectorates, child
representatives, and partner organizations
dedicated to improving child protection and
labor monitoring systems in Mongolia.

Across the three years each forum addressed evolvmg natlonal prlorltles
on child labor. The 2023 forum focused on reviewing Mongolia's progress to-
ward SDG 8.7, discussing findings from the National Statistical Office’s child
labor survey, and strengthening implementation of the revised Labor Law, re-
sulting in a set of inter sectoral policy recommendations. The 2024 forum em-
phasized multisector cooperation to eliminate child labor, including discus-
sions on hazardous labor, forced labor, international standards, and updates on
the CPC project, which led to strengthened collaboration and renewed policy
actions. The 2025 forum concentrated on improving the national child labor
monitoring system, with detailed technical sessions on labor inspection, Crim-
inal Code (for instance 16.10) enforcement, border control mechanisms, and
identification and referral processes across education, culture, sports, tourism,
and social protection sectors. Together, the three forums generated a contin-
uum of policy recommendations, reinforced cross agency coordination, and
built shared understanding among national actors, contributing to progres-
sive improvements in Mongolia’s child labor prevention and response efforts.

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CHILD AND YOUTH EMPOWERMENT

Three Child and Youth (CAY) club toolkits—“Smart Navigator,” “Voice up
for Change,” and “Keeping children safe online"—were jointly developed and
implemented through the collaboration of Unbound Mongolia NGO, the Na-
tional Institute for Educational Studies, and the Communications Regulatory
Commission. From October 2022 to May 2024, the programs were delivered in
64 schools and TVET centers across five target districts of Ulaanbaatar, reach-
ing over 2,800 students through more than 100 CAY Clubs.

The “Smart Navigator” program consists of 31 lessons designed to help
children protect themselves and their peers from trafficking and reduce their
vulnerability to such crimes. Meanwhile, the “Voice up for Change” (VUFC) pro-
gram provides step-by-step guidance for conducting effective awareness-rais-
ing activities to reduce the risks of trafficking in persons. This program is in-
tended for children aged 14 and above who are interested in implementing
anti-trafficking advocacy initiatives. Through this club, students strengthen
their abilities to express their views, listen to others, collaborate, and contribute
to positive social change.

By participating in the Smart Navi-
gator and Voice up for Change CAY clubs,
students gained knowledge and skills in
decision-making, effective communication,
self-management, life planning, risk reduc-
tion, and protection from danger—includ-
ing safeguarding themselves and others
from trafficking in persons. Students who
completed these programs independently
initiated and implemented awareness cam-
paigns on trafficking in persons, safe migra-
tion, and online sexual exploitation, based
on the toolkits. A total of 29 clubs organized

advocacy campaigns within their schools and nearby communities, reaching
more than 45,000 people both in-person and online with information about
combating trafficking in persons.

The “Smart Navigator” program consists of 31 lessons designed to help
children protect themselves and their peers from trafficking and reduce their
vulnerability to such crimes.

Through
the program, students learn responsible on-
line behavior, personal data protection, ba-
sic digital literacy, and how to identify and
prevent potential online risks. They also ac-
quire skills to protect themselves and oth-
ers from risks such as trafficking in persons.

Beginning in 2025, the Government Digital Services Regulatory Author-
ity, as part of its partnership efforts, has started implementing the Keeping
Children Safe Online toolkits nationwide through members of the “KHURDAN"
clubs. Additionally, the Authority and the General Agency for Education are
collaborating to strengthen inter-agency cooperation to sustain the program,
expand local-level training, and effectively disseminate awareness and educa-
tional activities on child safety in the digital environment.

To ensure successful implementation of the above programs, over 300
teachers were trained as CAY club facilitators following the methodological
framework of the programs. During the project period, refresher trainings
were organized once for each group of facilitators, and two rounds of experi-
ence-sharing meetings were held. These activities enabled facilitators to ex-
change successful practices, overcome challenges, and enhance their capacity
to effectively implement the CAY club toolkits.

HACKATHON COMPETITION

Engaging children and young people in efforts to prevent trafficking in persons
is essential. In particular, initiatives and ideas generated by youth themselves can be
highly effective in reaching their peers and raising awareness.

With this in mind, the project organized a hackathon competition in October 2025
among university students studying law, aiming to encourage innovative ideas for pre-
venting trafficking in persons, increasy students’ knowledge of the issue, and promote

youth engagement in prevention efforts.

Atotal of 155 students from 34 teams
representing five universities registered
for the competition. Ten teams with 45
students from the five universities were
selected for the second rount to present
and compete with their best ideas and
solutions under the theme “Preventing
Trafficking in Persons.”

The participating teams proposed a
range of innovative solutions, including
the development of VR-based aware-
ness tools, mobile applications for pre-
vention and emergency assistance, chat-
bots, and an online rapid information
database.

The competition not only generated
innovative ideas for preventing traffick-
ing in persons, but also provided future
legal professionals with deeper knowl-
edge of the issue and encouraged them
to conduct further research and engage-
ment on this important topic.

e Understanding of labor exploitation increased from 11% to 48%.
e Understanding of sexual exploitation increased from 20% to 49%.

e Knowledge about trafficking in persons overall increased from 15% to 46%.

e Phase 1 (2024): Delivered information focused on preventing trafficking in per-

sons, particularly sexual exploitation.

e Phase 2 (2025): Will focus on preventing children from being exposed to labo
exploitation and sharing related information.
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Results:
e 16% of respondents reported that they are aware of the worst forms of labor,
while 26% stated that they are aware of trafficking in persons.
Regarding the legally permitted minimum age for child labor, only 4% of survey
participants answered 15 years old, while 36% answered 16 years old and 50%
answered 18 years old. In addition, 3% responded under 15, and 5% responded

over 18.

78% of adults reported that they had received preventive or warning informa-
tion related to the worst forms of labor. 83% stated that criminal liability should
be imposed on individuals who force children into labor.
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
